The Landmark of the Fair has been conceived to express the
tireless efforts of His Majesty the King In his hard and
unceasing work to bring comfort and happiness fo the Thal
people. The structure is set on a lake, a symbol of the sweat
the King has expended on projects in every part of the country
that have improved people's lives.

The Royal-Sponsored Pavilion near the Landmark will be
devoted to royal activities and products from Royal Projects,
reflecting His Majesty the King's genlus and initiatives.

Overview of the Fair's structure and activities

Going Green for the Future: BOI Fair 2011 will cover an area of
almost 240,000 square metres, enough room for a wide range
of activities and faclifies. There will be open-air exhibits or 84
pavilions occupying a fotal of 166,000 square metres of
space. Indoor exhibits, including 3,000 booths, will fill an
additional 71,000 square mefres. The Fair will also provide
facllities for seminars and other miscellanecus activities.

Cutdoor aclivities armayed around the lake will be held in 84
pavilions, @ number chosen in reference fo the Fair's celebration
of the H.M. the King's 84th birthday. One of these buildings,
the 2,000-square-mefre Royal-Sponsored Pavilion, will house
exhibits connected with the King's Royal Projects. The other
pavilions, which will cover 500 square metres aach, will
showcase technological achievements and Innovations by
BOl-promoted foreign and Thai companies, showing their
potential for the future.

Indoor activities and exhibits will be housed in two buildings:
Challenger 1-3 and Hall 9.

Challenger 1-2 will be used for exhibits and for the sale of o
wide range of products. There will be exhibits that focus on
Thalland's successes and potentials, ranging from agriculture
to industry and service. Merchandise offered for sale will
include economically-priced high-quality consumer goods,
appliances, electronic products, automotive parts, jewellry,
textiles and garments, household products and decorations
and foodstuffs.

Hall 9 will consist of seminar rooms where over 200 seminars
will be held during the 16-day fair, and exhibits by the Minisiry
of Science and Technology where Thailand's scientific and
technological advancements will be showcased.
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
